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This Handbook outlines the courses dual degree students who begin at either Elon or ESB are expected to complete over their four years in the program.  It is divided into three sections: 1) the degree requirements for all students in the ESB/Elon dual degree program, 2) the program that dual degree students should follow if they start at ESB and finish at Elon, and 3) the program that dual degree students should follow if they start at Elon and finish at ESB.  For both groups, the course work expected in all four years is presented.
Because of the complexity of completing both sets of degree requirements, all dual degree students should ask to have the Director of Dual Degree Programs for their academic advisor.
Courses completed at ESB will be awarded credit according to the European ECTS system.  Courses completed at Elon will be awarded credit by American semester hour system. 
1. The degree requirements for ESB/Elon dual degree students
All students who earn a degree from Elon University must complete both a “major,” a group of closely-related courses, and an American-style “general education” program (which is called General Studies at Elon). Students in this dual degree program will complete their major in a business area.
The General Studies requirements at Elon, interpreted for dual degree students, are listed below. Some of these courses are also part of a major in business areas.
General Studies Requirements:
1. A course in statistics
2. A course in calculus
3. A course in economics
4. A course in psychology or sociology
5. A course in composition and rhetoric
6. Mastery of a second language
7. A course in a science, including laboratory work
8. A course in philosophy or fine arts
9. A course in history or religion
10. A literature course
11. Two advanced courses in the traditional liberal arts (arts, humanities, science, math, social science; these will be economics courses for most dual degree students)
12. An interdisciplinary seminar

Students who begin at Elon also must take a special interdisciplinary course for first-year students and a special course about maintaining their personal health and wellness.

Students who begin at ESB-Reutlingen must arrive with a mastery of spoken and written English, so they will have fulfilled General Studies requirement 6. 

Major Requirements:

There are four majors in business areas: 1. Entrepreneurship, 2. Finance, 3. Management, and 4. Marketing.  All of them require:
1. A course in statistics  (which also fulfills General Studies requirement 1, above)
2. A course in calculus (General Studies requirement 2)
3. A course in economics (General Studies requirement 3)
4. Two courses in accounting: one financial accounting, one managerial accounting 
5. A course in information systems
6. A course in business communications
7. A course in the legal and ethical environment of business
8. A course in organizational behavior
9. A course in marketing
10. A course in operations and supply chain management 
11. A course in finance
12. A course in business policy strategy
13. An advanced economics  course (Macroeconomics for Finance; Applied Microeconomics for the other majors)
14. An internship
Each of the majors requires four additional courses in that area of business.

2. Program for students who begin at ESB
Dual degree students who spend their first two years at ESB and their final two years at Elon should follow this program.
While at ESB, these students should complete:  
1. A course in statistics
2. A course in calculus
3. A course in economics
4. A course in psychology or sociology
5. A course in composition/rhetoric
6. Mastery of written and spoken English, including a course in business English
7. A course in organizational behavior
8. A course in marketing
9. A course in finance
10. Courses in financial and managerial accounting
11. At least one course toward completion of General Studies Requirements 7, 8, and 9: science (with a laboratory experience); philosophy; either history or religion.
12. A total of 120 ECTS credits.
Students attending Elon for their final two years will complete:
1. An internship (20 semester hours)
2. A course in production and operations management, BUS326 (4sh)
3. An advanced course in either macroeconomics (ECO310) or applied microeconomics (ECO 301).  The course chosen depends on the major the student in completing  (4 sh)
4. A course in international economics, ECO314 (4 sh) 
5. A course in information systems, CIS 211 (4sh)
6. A course in business ethics and United States’ business law, BUS221 (4sh)
7. A course in American Literature, ENG223 or ENG 224 (4sh)
8. An interdisciplinary seminar, GST300-499 (4sh)
9. One or two courses to complete General Studies Requirements 7, 8, and 9: science (with a laboratory experience); philosophy; either history or religion (4 or 8 sh)
10. A course in business policy/strategy, BUS465 (4 sh)
11. The courses to complete a major in Entrepreneurship, Finance, Management or Marketing (16 sh)
12. A total of 72 or 76 sh

Generally, these courses will be taken in this pattern:
Fall, Year 3: BUS326, CIS211, BUS221, and ECO314
Winter, Year 3: GST300-499
Spring, Year 3: 16 semester hours of internship
Summer between years 3 and 4: 4 semester hours of internship 
Fall, Year 4: ENG223 or ENG224; ECO 301 or ECO310; 2 courses toward the major
Spring, Year 4: BUS465; a course to complete General Studies Requirements 7, 8, and 9; 2 courses toward the major
If a student arrives with only one course toward completion of General Studies Requirements 7, 8, and 9, they will need to take a course in Winter, year 4. Students arriving with two of those courses may take another course of their choosing in Winter, Year 4.


3. Program for students who begin at Elon
Students who spend their first two years at Elon and their final two years at ESB should follow this program.  These requirements are written for students who have no Advanced Placement or similar credit for German or for any other required courses.  
During the first two years at Elon, the requirements are (all courses except HED111 are 4 semester hour courses):
1. GST110, The Global Experience, required of all students beginning their college career at Elon

This is 20 four semester hour courses and one 2 sh course, for a total of 82 sh, more than the 74 hours most beginning students take during their first two academic years at Elon.  
Students beginning the dual degree program at Elon should plan on taking at least one summer course, especially if they do not have advanced placement credit.  Many of the courses listed above are taught in the summer, and many are taught online in the summer, through Elon.  Students can also take courses at home at a local university or community college.  Usually, students must have completed two years of college work before taking the GST300-499, the interdisciplinary seminar, but dual degree students will be allowed to take this course in the Spring of their second year.  Students with advanced placement credit for two or more of the courses listed above will not have to take an overload or summer course. 
It is strongly advised that students in this program take ESB’s intensive, four-or-more week German Language course in the summer before they enter ESB.  Students with advanced placement credits for any of the listed courses should still take the intensive language course.  Students with credit for one or more of the courses listed here should confer with the Program Director in order to design a program that will allow them to complete all of the requirements of this dual degree program and maximize the benefit they can gain from their education.
